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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the problems and
supervision needs of teachers’ portfolio desertions in secondary schools under the Department
of General Education in Roi-et Province. In doing so, the research sorts teachers out by
education and work experiences in 2 parts: 1.experiences; 2.success experiences.

The samples were 341 teachers in 56 schools under the Department of General
Education in Roi-et Province. They were chosen through stratified random sampling. The
researcher instrument was rating scale. The correlation coefficient for reliability of this
questionnaire was 0.97. The statistics used were percentage,mean, standard deviation and One
way Analysis of Variance.

The results of the reeserch are as follows:

I. As a whole,the problems of teachers’ portfolio desertions in secondary
schools under the Department of General Education in Roi-et Province were at the moderate
level. The supervision needs of teachers’ portfolio desertion in secondary schools under the
Department of General Education in Roi-et Province were at the high level. When each aspect

was taken into consideration,it was found that
