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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the operation of learning
process reform in the primary schools under the Office of Primary Education in Muang
District, Maha Sarakham.

The coneepts of research were to study in 6 aspects : the preparing of lessons and
activities, the practice of thinking process, the preparings activities for students, the preparing
of learning and teaching, the teaching aids supporting for teachers and the preparing of
learning.

The research sample consisted of 128 administrators and teachers from primary
schools under the Office of Primary Education in Muang District, Maha Sarakham. The
instrument used for this study was a questionnaire, constructed by the researcher consisting
of the status of the persons who answered the questions and 43 rating-scale items. The
questionnaire had reliability of 0.96. The statistics used for processing data were frequency

distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.
Findings of the study were as follows :

1. The overall and the aspect of the operation of learning process reform in the
primary schools under the Office of Primary Education in Muang District, Maha Sarakham

were practiced at an “much level” . Ordering by mean as  the preparing of leaming, The



practice of thinking process, The preparing activities for students, The preparing of lessons
and activities and the teaching aids supporting for teachers

2. There were statistic non - significant different among level 2 and level 3 of
the primary school in the operation of learning process reform under department of primary
education in Muang District, Maha Sarakham. In the aspect of the preparing of lessons and
activities and the teacher aids supporting for teachers were statistic significant differences

at .01 and .05 level.
