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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed at studying and comparing levels of readiness
preparation for first round external evaluation of schools operating Level IV. Research
sample were 232 administrations, teachers, school committee members and students’ parents
of schoolls operating Level IV under the Roi-ET Office of Area Education in the 2546
B.E. academic year. They were chosen by purposive sampling technique. Research
instrument was the rating scale questionnaire having reliability power of .840. Statistics
used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation, and F —test {one — way ANQOVA)
for hypothesis testing. And, when finding that they were different at the level of
statistical significance, they were analyzed the difference in pair by using scheffe

technique.
Research findings were as follows:

1. The level in all of readiness preparation for first round external evaluation of
schools operating Level IV under the Roi-ET Office of Area Education was at the
“much” level.

2. When comparing level of readiness preparation as a whole and each area, it

was found that they were different at the .05 level of statistical significance.
