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ABSTRACT

This research  aimed to study academic work implementation in
Primary Schools with outstanding Students’ achievement in Sakhrai subdictrict, Office of
Nong Khai Educational Region , Division 1, regarding school academic work administration
and compare school administrators  academic work implementation with that of
teachers. Subjects of this study were 10 admimistrators and 122 teachers and the
instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire with .97 reltability. The statistics
used in the study were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. Data were

analized by using the SPSS for Windows.

Findings of the study were as follow ;

1. The overall academic work implementation of administrazors was found at a

moderate level. when different or specific arcas were studicd . the study revealed the

following areas with a high level of implementation



in descending order : teaching and learning, educational measurement and evaluation,
cducational supervision, curriculum and implementation, and instructional materials ; with
library work found at the lowest level of practice. The overall academic work practice of
teachers was found at a high level while analysis of specific areas revealed these in
descending order : teaching and learning , library work, educational measurement and
evaluation, instructional materials and supervision ; with curriculum and implementation
found at the lowest level of practice.

2. There was not a significant difference between the overall academic work
implementation of administrators and that of teachers ; neither was there a significant

difference when the six specific areas were studied.
