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Abstract

This study was a participatory action research which aimed to study the problems
caused by populous mosquitoes, create a participatory relation, analyze problems and design
an action plan for participatory control and prevention of Dengue Haemorrhagic fever. The
pepulation of the study accounted for 88 ; namely, community leaders, members of the
municipality, members of local administration organization, public health volunteers and
villagers whose households were located under the supervision of Khai Bok Wan Health
Center. The research intruments consisted of the survey forms and questionnaires used for
group discussions.

The research showed the following results :

Prior to conducting the research, the House Index (HI) of the teeming mosqutoes in
Khai Bok Wan Sub-district was 15.08 percent which was higher than the standard one of the
World Health Organization. Also, it was found that in the past the village lacked
participation from the villagers in seeking solutions to the Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever
problems.

After conducting the research, it was found that the villagers turned to cooperate well

in seeking solutions to the Dengue Haemomrhagic Fever problems,



The participatory planning resulted in six projects which included 1) getting rid of
mosquito breeding sources in houses and villages,2} public relations by disscminating
knowledge on the fever through village broadcasting towers, 3 ) mosquito — free village
competition, 4) weekly survey of mosquitoes, 5) setting up a committee to control and
prevent the Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever, and 6) coordinating with the municipality , local
administration organization and health centers.

The research revealed that the participatory action plan to resolve, control and prevent
Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever problems could fead to successful sustainable solution methods.
The results of this study could be used as a database for making plans to ask for the budget
from local administration organizations or other concerncd sectors. it was expected that when

the plan was implemented and evaluated, all stakeholders would mutually gain benefits.
