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ABSTRACT

This stndy aimed to examine and compare the conditions of problems and operation
according to the student nurturing system at schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational
service Area Zone 2 as viewed by educational institution administrators and guidance teacher
heads as classified according to the status and interval. The sample consisted of totally 322
educational institution administrators and guidance teacher heads at schools under the Office of
Kalasin Educational service Area Zone 2, obtained using the stratified random sampling
technique. The instruments used for collecting data were was a 5-rating-scale questionnaire with
diseriminating powers ranging 0.36-0.91 and a reliability of 0.98. The statisties used for analyzing
the collected data were percentage, mean, and standard deviation; and the statisties used for
testing hypotheses were t-test (independent samples) and One-way ANOVA. The results of the
study were as follows:

1. The conditions of problems and operation according to the student nurturing system at
schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational service Area Zone 2 as overall were ata
medium level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the problems were at a
medium level in every aspect in this order from the highest to the lowest mean: student screening,
student referral, preventing and solving student problems, student promotion, and knowing

individual students.



2. The educational institution administrators and guidance teacher heads at different
intervals had different viewpoints involving the conditions of problems and operation according
to the student nurturing system as overall. When each aspect was considered, it was found ihat in
the aspects of knowing individual students, student screening, student promotion and preventing
and solving student problems they had different problems. In the aspects of student referral they
did not have different problems. However, the schools which offered intervals 1-2, intervals 1-3
and intervals 3-4 had different conditions of problems and operation according fo the student
nurturing system as overall. When each aspect wab considered, it was found that in the aspects of
student screening, student promotion, and preventing and solving student problems they had
different problems. However, in the aspects of knowing individual student referral they did not
have different problems.

3. Recommendations and guidelines for operation to be suecessful are: The school
should hold workshop for teacher advisors to cooperatively analyze data and screening students
dy classifying the students in to a normal group and a risk group. The school should develop the

quality of the student nurturing system to be more effieient.
