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Abstract

This research aimed to develob the teachers in Ban Yangcher (Weerachonutit} School, Roi-et
Office of Educational Service Area 2 so that they would gain more knowledge and understanding in
classroom reseérch, be able to conduct classroom research and be satisfied with the teacher
development in classroom research. The target group comprised 8 teachers in Ban Yangcher
(Weerachonutit) School, The teacher development was carried out within the classroom research
framework designated by the Academic Department which consists of 5 steps:1) problem survey and
analysis; 2) selection of problem solving methoﬂ; 3} development of the method or innovation;
4} application of the method or innovation: 5) conclusion and report. The research eﬁploycd action
research methodology as designed by Kemmis and McTaggart. The process consists of 4 steps as
follows: 1) planning, 2) action, 3) observation, and 4) reflection. The strategies employed werc a
waorkshop and internal supervision. The instruments used comprised an interview questionnaire asking
about the state of the current problems and needs, an observation form for the workshop, a pretest and
posttest to be used before and after the workshop, a self-evaluation form to be used after the workshop,

an evaluation form for the work, and a satisfaction questionnaire.

The resuits are
1. On the aspect of knowledge and understanding of classroom research obtained from the

workshop, the self-evaluation after the workshop showed that the target group gained more knowledge



and understanding and ability to survey and analyze problems and to select a problem solving method
in the high level ( X = 4.13). The aspect of development of the method or innovation and application
of the method or innovation was in the high level (.)—(— = 4.07). The conclusion and report of the
research results was also in the high level (E = 4.33). In addition, the results of the postiest revealed
that 7 of 8 of the targe.t group had the knowledge and understanding of classroom research above the
criterion as set. Their average score was 26.13.

2. On the aspect of ability of conducting classroom research, the evaluation of the
correctness, coverage and the suitability of the content of the classroom research works of the target
group revealed that the target group had their ability in the high level (} = 4,07).

3. On the aspect of satisfaction with the teacher development, the target group, on the
whole, had their satisfaction with the teacher development in classroom research in Ban Yangcher

{Weerachonutit) School in the high level (I = 4,07).
