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Abstract

This study aimed to examine and compare levels of academic affairs administration
problems of small-sized schools as opined by educational institution administrators, basic
educational institutions committee members who were teachers’ representatives, and basic
educational institution commitiee chairpersons under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational
Service Area Zone 1 ; and to examine recommendations for solving problems of academic affairs
administration of small- sized schools as opined by educational institution administrators.
educational instifutions committee members who were teachers’ representatives, and educational
institution committee chairpersons under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 1. The sample used in this study consisted of 249 educational institution administrators,
basic educational institutions committee members who were teachers’ representatives, and basic
educational institution committee chairpersons, obtained using the stratified random sampling
technique. The research instruments were an 82-item 5-rating-scale questionnaire with a reliability
0f 0.98, and a 17-item open-ended questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed using a
microcomputer to calculate for percent, mean, and standard deviation ; differences were compared

using One-way ANOVA, and individual paired difference wd tested using the method of Turkey



The results of the study were as follows :

I. The Problems of Academic Affairs administration of small- sized schools as
opined by the basic educational institution committee chairpersons under the Office of
Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1 as overall and in each of all the aspects were at
highest level. The first 3 top ranks from the highest to the lowest mean were : guidance, making
regulations and guidelines for performance concerning academic affairs of the educational
institution (X =4.91), learning process development, Measurement, evaluation land operation of
comparing and transference of learning results, and educational supervision ( X = 4,90), and
promoting and supporting academic affairs to persons, families, organizations, agencies and other
institutions which provided educational (X = 4.89). _

2. For the results of comparing levels of the problems of academic affairs
administration of small- sized schools as opined by the basic educational institution committees
chairpersons under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1, it was found
that the educational institutions administrators, teachers and basic educational institution committee
chairpersons opined différentfy about the problems of academic affairs administration of the small-
sized schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 1 as overall and
in each of the 13 aspects at the .05 level of statistical significance. When individual pairs were
tested, it was found that the educational institution administrators and teachers opined differently
from the basic educational institution committee chairpersons at the .05 level of statistical
significance. However, the educational institution administrators and teachers did not opine
differently.

3. For the results of analyzing recommendations for solving problems of academic
affairs administration of the small- sized schools, is was found that in the aspect of development
and utilization of technology for education, learning media should be made to be appropriate and to
meet the students’ needs. Next from most, in the aspect of research for education quality
development at the educational institution, and then the research results should be used for
organization of learning-teaching activities. Finally, in the aspect of selecting books and textbooks
for uses at the educational institution, the books should be selected to be appropriate and in

congruence with the curricula,
