ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the characteristics of parents on
how to homeschool their children, 2) to construct and confirm the model, and 3) to study the
results of model implementation, The research was divided into three phases: the first phase
was to study the characteristics of parents on how to homeschool their children using focus
group discussion with 9 experts; the second phase was to construct and confirm the model
using 230 parents in order to survey the demand of the parental characteristics on how to
homeschoo! their children. The model was drafted and presented to 9 experts for assessment
and assurance; and the third phase was to implement the model. The collaborative
development group was 10 Prathomsuksa 1 to 6 students’ parents in Nongwang Bunggnam
School.

The results of the research indicated that the characteristics of the parents on how
to homeschoo! their children consisted of six aspects : 1) raising, 2) taking care of health and
age development, 3) atmosphere and environmental arrangement of home learning support,
4) building disciplines, virtues, ethics, and good values, 5) teaching, passing on knowledge,
and home learning arrangement, 6) collaborative network to other families, comimunities, and
schools. For the parental charactetistics development of teaching, passing on knowledge, and
setting up home learning were rated at the highest level, whereas raising was rated the least.
The model of parental development was comprised of action research, self-study, cooperative
learning community arena, and developmental evaluation. The evaluation of developmental

model by experts was appropriate and beneficial at a high level. T he results of the



implementation model using a questionnaire, self-assessment, and an in-depth interview from

the parents’ children revealed that teaching, passing on knowledge, and home learning was

performed at the highest level whilst raising was rated the least,.
