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ABSTRACT

opinion toward the operation of children development center of Napoo sub-district administrative
organization, Yangsrisurat district, Mahasarakham province by age, occupation, and the children
development center. And study the suggestion about the operation of the children development
center of Napoo sub-district administrative organization, Yangsrisurat district, Mahasarakham
province. The sample was include Quantitative, parent’s children of the children development
center form 3 place, consist of 216 persons with Taro Yamane’s sampling size setting and used to
determine the proportion of the Accidentally sampling method. Qualitative, The researcher to
determine who to interview a group of 15 persons, parent’s children of the children development
center of Napoo sub-district administrative organization, Yangsrisurat district, Mahasarakham
province. The interview. Respondents had to choose the data Quota sampling and choose by
Accidental Sampling. The instrument used for collecting data was 38 item five ratting scale of
questionnaire with reliability at .93 levels. and interviews will be used to combine a group
interview, unofficially. The interview questions in advance. The statistics for analyze were
frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and Descriptive analysis, Testing
hypothesis by One-way ANOVA (F-test) and would be tested by LSD (Least Significant

different)




The research result was found as follows;

1. The parent’s opinion toward the operation of children development center of
Napoo sub-district administrative organization, Yangsrisurat district, Mahasarakham province
was found as a whole at a high level, considering by aspects was found in all were at a high level,
Arranging the arithmetic mean from highest to lowest namely; the building, environment and
safety, personnel and management, and the participation and support of community, respectively.

2. The comparison result of the parent’s opinion toward the operation of children
development center of Napoo sub-district administrative organization, Yangsrisurat district,
Mahasarakham province by age, occupation, and the children development center was found as a
whole was differently, when considering by each aspect found that the aspect of the curriculum
and activities, building, environment and safety, and the participation and support of community
was differently with statistic significant at the .05 levels.

3. The suggestion of operation of the children development center of Napoo sub-
district administrative organization, Yangsrisurat district, Mahasarakharm province.the Governor
to the operation of the Child Development Center, Tambon Na Phu. Yang Sisurat. Province was
the course content should be consistent with the teaching community and their children should
have access to the account, Comfortable to operate.
