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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the Prisoner’s Opinion
towards Mahasarakam Province Prison welfare administration, classified by their gender, age,
educational level and imprisonment, including their suggestions. The sample consisted of
307 prisoners detainedMahasarakam Province Prison which were 259 male inmates and
48 female inmates, obtained by using the stratified random sampling and simple random
sampling technique. The instrument used was five rating scale questionnaire with the
reliability level at .89. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation, and ¢ — test (independent samples), and F — test
(One-way ANOVA) were employed for testing hypotheses with the statistic significance
level at .05 and Least Significant Difference (LSD) post hoc test.

The results of the research were as follows :

1. Prisoner’s opinion towards Mahasarakam Province Prison welfare
administration as a whole was rated at fair level. As considered by aspects, ! aspect was rated
at good level and 4 aspects were rated at fair level : education aspect, med
ical treatment aspect, sanitation aspect, basic needs factors which were food, cloth, habitat,
medicine and recreation.

2. The comparison of the prisoner’s opinion towards Mahasarakam Province
Prison welfare administration classified by their education towards Mahasarakam Province

Prison welfare administration, was found that opinions were significant different at .05 level.



As classified by gender towards Mahasarakam Province Prison welfare administration, was
found that opinions were significant different at .05 level.

3. The suggestions were as follows; The basic needs factors : The food aspect ;
should improve the food taste, should have more menus. The cloth aspect ; should exchange
old and new cloths for inmates, should spare more blankets for new entries, The habitat
aspect ; should separate areas for inmates, should improve the dormitory cleaning system and
should build more dormitories. The medicine aspect ; should give medicine by their
symptoms and should have extra medicines for emergency inmates. The medical treatment
aspect ; should have faster treatment, should have a clinic in the female’s building, should
have doctors from outside and should haj\(e seminars about healthcare for inmates, The
education aspect ; should have equity for all inmates in education, female inmates should be
able to attain the library. The sanitation aspect ; should have turns for dormitory cleaning
should improve the water’s quality by installing strainers. The recreation aspect should have
equity for all inmates in attaining sports, should have more areas for exercise, should have

recreation activities for relaxation at least once a month.
