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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate and compare levels of the features and problems
of conditions and problems of implementing educational institution curricula of private
schools under the Office of Kalasin Education Service Arca Zone II. as viewed by school
administrators and teachers both overall and in each aspect. The sample consisted of 156
school administrators and teachers in the academic year of 2006, obtained using the
stratified random sampling technique , and classified into 8 administrators and 148
teachers . The instrument used for gathering data was a Likert's 48 items rating scale
questionnaire with a refiability of .892. The gathered data were analyzed by using computer
program to find out percentage, mean and standard deviation ; and t-test (independent

samples) was employed for testing hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The conditions and problems of implementing educational institution
curricula of private schools under the Office of Kalasin Education Service Area Zone H, as
viewed by the administrators and teachers as overall were at a medium level. When
each aspect was considered , it was found that these conditions were at a medium
level in every aspectin these ranks from the highest to the lowest mean : curricular



implementation, preparation of readiness of the educational institution ; and supervision,
directing, follow — ups, and evaluation of the curricular implementation.

2. For the results of analyzing and comparing The conditions and
problems of implementing educational institution curricula of private schools under the
Office of Kalasin Education Service Area Zone II, it was found that these school
administrators and teachers as overall viewed differently at the .05 level of statistical
significance in every aspect. The school administrators had higher viewpoints than the
teachers.

3. For the results of analyzing recommendations involving the conditions
and problems of implementing educational institution curricula of private schools under
the Office of Kalasin Education Service Area Zone II, it was found that the school
administrators and teachers had recommendations involving the conditions and problems
of implementing the cducational institution curricula in these ranks of frequencies
from the most to the least : adequate and appropriate budgets for curricular
management should be allotted ; training and seminars on educational institution
curricular administration should be organized for personnel in continuity ; and resource

persons or experts in curricula should be invited to give knowledge to the personnel
