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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: to examine levels of a library operation, compare
library operation, and to investigate problem and recommendations for library operation
perceived by teacher in different learning standard under the office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Service area zone I. The sample used in this study consisted of 352 teachers,
selected by using the multi-stage random sampling technigue. Two instruments used for
collecting data: Instrument [ was a 60-items 5-rating-scale questionnaire with correlation
ranging 0.48-0.87 and a reliability of 0.97 : Instrument 2 was an interview form on problem
and suggestion for administration. The statistics used for analyzing data were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test (One-way ANOVA) for testing htypothesis.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The teacher opined that the library operation as overall and in each aspects
was at a medium level. Each aspect was ranked from the highest to the lowest mean:
buildings, space and budget ; providing services, personnel, materials-hardware, and
learning-promotion activities. When considering classification according to each learning
subject, it was found that the teachers in all the leaming subjects opined that the libraries had
operation at s medium level as ranked from the highest to the lowest mean: science learning
subject, the learning subject of social studies, religion, and culture; Thai learning subject, |

foreign languages learing subject, mathematics learning subject, the learning subject of



career and technology, the leaming subject of hygiene and physical education, and art

learning subject.

2. The teachers in all learning subjects opined that school library operation as
overall and in each aspects did not show a difference of statistical significance.
3. The investigate problem and recommendations included the following:

3.1 In buildings, space and budget, the library lacked budgets for purchasing
new books. The school should seek "Pha Pa Nangsue” (donation of books) from the
community, parents, alumni, or printing offices for donations at 16.19 percent.

3.2 In materials-hardware, the library lacked hardware for repairing book
and making new book-forms. There should be purchase of instruments for cutting and
binging new book appropriate for library size, or budgets should be allotted for photocopying
inside or outside school to make new book-forms instead at 10.80 percent.

3.3 In personnel, the librarian had to each and perform rather many other
special tasks. The school should assign the librarian to perform the function of teaching
library courses and should not assign other, additional tasks in order to have time to look
after the library and to provide services to service users thoroughly at 9.66 percent.

3.4 In providing services, providing service was slow, the school
administration section should appoint appropriate officials consisting of library head,

a librarian, a library official, a janitor, and students to help library work at 4.26 percent.

3.5 In learning-promotion activities, the library lacked activities for
promoting students to love reading. The library should be provided with the good-to-study
climate, and activities for promoting love-reading habit should be organized at least once
per week. These activities included: story-telling, book-story-telling, organizing exhibitions,

conversations on books, discussions, debates, riddles, and report making at 6.53 percent.
