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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and compare the operation baséd on the principles of
providing early- childhood education of private schools in Changwat Maha Sarakham both as
overall and in cach of these 6 aspectsf constructing appropriate currieviums, building
environments that help children learn, organizing activities that promote chitdren’s developments
and learning, integration of leaming, assessment of children’s developments and learning, and
relationships between teachers and children’s families. The sample used in this study consisted of
551 school administrators, teachers, and parents in the academic year 2005, obtained by using the
stratified random sampling technique; and the sample size was determined by using the table of
Krejcie and morgan.

| The instrument used for collecting data was a 50-items Likert-type 5-scales-seale
questionnaire with a reliability of 0.925. the statistics used for analyzing data were descriptive
statistics comprising percentage, mean and standard deviation; and the statistic, used for testing
hypotheses was F- test (one - way ANOVA)

The research of the study was as follows:

1) The operation based on the principle of providing early childhood education of

private school in Changwat Maha Sarakham as overall was at a high level, When each aspect was



considered, it was bound that the operation was at a high level in every aspect in the first 3 ranks
from the highest to the lowest mean: integration of leaming, constructing appropriate
curriculums, and building environments that help children leam respect_ively.

2) In comparing the operation based on the principles of providing early childhood
education of private schools in Changwat Maha Sarakham as classified according to the status
both overall and in each aspect, it was found that their opinions were not different.

3) For the results of analyzing recommendation in the operation based on the principles
of providing early childhood education of private school in Changwat Maha Sarakham as viewed
by school administrators, teachers, and parents, the Following were found. The Scholl
administrators gave their recommendations involving the operation based on the principles of
providing early childhood education of private schools in the aspect of environments that the
environments must be clean, shady, safe, and appropriate to children’s ages; and should there
should be exchanges of ideas between pérents and the Scholl in regularity in the highest rank.
The teachers gave recommendations involving the operation based on the principles of providing
early childhood education of private schools in the curriculums should be appropriate to the
children’s ages and in accordance with the community aﬁd local conditions in the highest rank. |
The parents gave recommendations involving the operation based on the principles of providing
early childhood education of private schools in the aspect of the educational institution that the
institution should construct curriculums which are appropriate to children’s ages, in accordance
with community and local condition; and should regard children’s interests, individual

differences and abilities in the highest rank.
