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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this rescarch were to study the levels of implementing local
wisdom in developing basic Educational curriculums of educational institutions.study the
interaction between the personal statuses and the size of educational institutions toward the
implementing local wisdom in devcloping basic Educational curriculums of educational
institutions under the office of Nongkhai Educational Survice Area | both totally and
partially and to study the suggestion how to enhance the development of basic Educational
curriculums cfficiency implementing local wisdom in developing under the office of
Nongkhai Educational Survice Area 1. The sample used in this rescarch consisted of 324
basic educational institution committees comprised of the personnel inside educational
institwtions and the personnel outside educational institutions. The numbers of sample were
obtaincd by using the multi - stage random sampling method. The instrument for collecting
data was the rating scale questionnaire with reliability value 0.98 . The statistics used for
analyzing the data of this research were composed of percentage. arithmetic mean (X ).

standard deviation (8.D.) and Two — way ANOVA



The results of the research were as follow :

1. The educational institutions under the office of Nongkhai Educational
Survice Arca | had the levels of implementing local wisdom in developing basic
Educational curriculums. totally and 3 aspects at the moderate and 2 highly level. The
aspects listed from higher to lower level as following : adjustment of learning-tcaching
activities or extra activities, writing additional explanations or course description,
improvement or sclection of learning media, adjustment of content details and making
new instructional median, respectively.

2. The interactions between the personal statuses and the size of cducational
institutions towards the levels of implementing local wisdom in developing basic
Educational curriculums under the office of Nongkhai Educational Survice Area | were
partially found in 2 aspects as follows : adjustment of learning-teaching activitics or
extra and making new instructional medias on the significant level .05 while
totally and 3 aspects as following : writing additional cxplanations or ¢ourse
description, improvement or selection of lcarning media and adjustment of content
details were not found out to cach other.

3. The suggestions how to enhance the development of basic educational
curriculums efficiency implementing local wisdom in developing under the oflhice of
Nongkhai Educational Survice Area 1 revealed that the cducational mstitutions should
arrange the educational activities that consistent professions in the local . shool
administrators should control, follow . assess and intentionally assist the educational
activity arrangement . and should have some budgets for learning media or equipments
