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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate parents’ expectations for provision of early
childhood education in Phayakkhaphum Phisai District , under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Basis Educational Area 2. The subjects were 327; parents having their children attend schools
at the early childhood level in Phayakkhaphum Phisai under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Basic Educational Area 2 in the academic year 2006, classified according to their levels of
education. The sample size was determined by using the Krejcie and Morgan Table. The
instrument used for collecting data was a rating - scale questionnaire, with a reliability of
0.96, on expectation for provision of education at the early childhood education level in 4
aspects. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were mean, standard deviation,
and t - test. The data were then analyzed by using a computler program.,

The results of the study were as follow:

1. The parents who completed the secondary education level and higher had
high expectations, both overall and specific areas, for provision of early childhood education
than those who completed primary education. Arranged in a descending order, these

aspects were personnel, budget, buildings & environment , and management.



2. The parents with different levels of education had different expectations for
overall and specific areas in provision of early childhood education . These were personnel,
budget , buildings & environment , and management. Parents who completed the secondary
education level andhigher had higher expectations for provision of education in every aspect
than those who completed the primary education level, The significant difference was
determined at the .05 level

3. Regarding parents’ recommendations and opinions involving
provision of early childhood education, most of them suggested that concemned
agencies should support with more budgets ; and that children's mentors or cartakers
should teach them to improve their listening, speaking, reading, writing, and other

skills in arts. Subjects also suggested that there should be new school buildings.
