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Abstract

This research aimed at studying performance of Buddhist-Oriented schools under
Kalasin Educational Service Area 2 office. The study investigated interactions between such
variables as position status and school size with performance, as well as finding suggestions on
performance of Buddhist-oriented schools. Population of the study were school administrators,
teachers in charge of Buddhist-oriented school projects, and school committee chairpersons of
Buddhist-oriented schools under Kalasin Educational Service Area 2 office from which 276
subjection from 92 schools were selected by using Krejcie and Morgan’s Stratified Random
Sampling. Data were collected by using a 60-item rating-scale questionnaire of 0.97 reliability.

The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Two-way

analysis of variance.

Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The overall level of performance of Buddhist-oriented schools under Kalasin
Educational Service Area 2 office was found ata high level. Armranged in a descending order,
these areas of performance were school atmosphere and interaction, basic-life activities, teaching

and leaming, physical surroundings, and school management, respectively.

2. There were no interactions, both overall and specific, between such variables as

position status and school size with Performance of Buddhist-oriented Schools under Kalasin

Educational Service Area 2 office.
