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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine the conditions of classroom research

promotion both as overall and in each aspect, and to compare levels of opinions of

administrators and teachers involving classroom research promotion. The sample used in

this study consisted of 445 administrators and teachers under the Office of Sakon Nakhon

Educational Service Area Zone III. The instrument used in the study was a 47-items

questionnaire on the conditions of classroom research promotion of the educational

institution. The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage, mean, and standard

deviation; and t-test and F-test were employed for testing hypotheses. The results of

the study could be summarized as follows;

1. The conditions of classroom research promotion of the educational

institutions that offered intervals I-III as overall were at a medium level. When each aspect

was considered, it was found that the conditions of promotion were at a high level

in | aspect: giving the importance to the classroom research works; and at a medium

level in these first 4 aspects from the highest to the lowest mean: recognition of the

classroom researcher teacher, responsibility for the classroom researcher teacher, promotion

of progress in job position of the classroom researcher, and promotion to originate

classroom research success.



When classified according to the status, it was found that the administrators
opined that the conditions of classroom research promotion as overall were at a high
level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the conditions of promotion
were at a high level in every aspect in these first 3 aspects form the highest to the
lowest mean: responsibility for the classroom researcher teacher, promotion of progress
in job position of the classroom researcher, and giving the importance to the classroom
research works. However, the teachers opined that the conditions of classroom research
promotion as overall were at a medium level. When each aspect was considered, it was
found that the conditions of promotion were at a medium level in every aspect in
these first 3 aspects from the highest to the lowest mean: giving the importance the
classroom research works, recognition of the classroom researcher teacher, and
responsibility for the classroom researcher teacher.

When classified according to the school size, it was found that the large-
sized schools had the conditions of classroom research promotion as overall at a medium
level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the conditions of promotion
were at a medium level in every aspect in these first 3 aspects form the highest to
the lowest mean: responsibility for the classroom researcher teacher, giving the importance
to the classroom research works, and recognition of the classroom researcher teacher,
The medium-sized schools had the conditions of classroom research promotion as overall at
a medium level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the conditions
of promotion were at a high level in 2 aspects and at a medium level in 3 aspects.
The first 3 aspects from the highest to the lowest mean were: responsibility for the
classroom researcher teacher, giving the importance to the classroom research works,
and recognition of the classroom researcher teacher. The small-sized schools had the
conditions of classroom research promotion as overall at a high level. When each
aspect was considered, it was found that the conditions of promotion were at a high
level in 2 aspects and at a medium level in 3 aspects. The first 3 aspects from the
highest to the lowest mean were: responsibility for the classroom researcher teacher,

giving the importance to the classroom research works, and recognition of the classroom

researcher teacher.



2. For the results of comparing the opinions involving classroom research
promotion of the schools as opined by the administrators and the teachers, it was
found that the administrators and the teachers did not have different opinions involving
classroom research promotion both as overall and in each aspect.

3. For the results of comparing the levels of classroom research promotion of
the schools as classified according to the school size, it was found that the administrators
and teachers who performed their work at schools with different sizes did not have
different opinions involving the level of classroom research promotion of these schools

both as overall and in each of all the aspects.
