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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study and compare the operation on the
promotion ethic and desired value for students under the office of Maha Sarakham Educational
Service Area Zone 2. The sample subjects were one hundred and seventy five school
administrators and three hundred forty nine teachers, they were selected by the stratified random
sampling technique. The data was collected by a rating-scale questionnaire with 0.95 of the
reliability value, and it was analyzed by the computer program. The research statistics were

percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

Results of the reasearch were as follows

"1) The average opinion of the school administrators and teachers toward the operation
on the promotion of ethic and desired value for students was high, The three ethical issues
emphasized were building ethnic-based activities, integrating with daily life and applying to
classroom respectively.

'1.1) In regard to the status of respondents, it was found that the average opinion
of the school administrators and teachers toward the operation on the promotion of ethic and

desired value for students was high.



*1.2) The average opinion of the school administrators and teachers toward the
operation on the promotion of ethic and desired value for students regarding the size of schools
was high. The three ethnical issues emphasized were integrating with daily life, building ethic-
based activities and applying to classroom respectively.

*2) The average opinion of the school administrators and teachers toward the operation
on the promotion of ethic and desired value for students was not different.

'3) Whereas, the average opinion of the school administrators and teachers toward the
operation on the promotion of ethic and desired value for students regarding the size of schools
was significantly different at the .01 level.

*4) In regard to the desired value of student, it was found that the three desired values
were discipline, responsibility and generosity.

*5) In conclusion, the school administrators and teachers suggested that the ethical issues
and desired value should be integrated into all standard contents, students should be provided an
opportunity to participate in any religious activities in community, and modern instructional

technology should be also used for an ethical class.
