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Abstract

This research aimed to : study the level of readiness, compare the readiness, and study
the problems and suggestions for the second-round audit of educational quality assurance in
schools under Chaiyaphum Office of Educational Service Area 2. The sample consisted of 338
school directors and teachers, obtained through stratified random sampling. The sample size was
determined according to the Krejeie and Morgan Table. The instrument was a questionnaire of
63 items. The discrimination power of the items ranged from 0.46 to 0.71. The total reliability
value of the questionnaire was 0.95. The statistics used included frequency, mean, standard
deviation, and t-test and F- test {one-way ANOVA) were employed to test the hypotheses.

The results are as follows:

1. The readiness of the teaching government officials (school administrators and
teachers) for the second-round audit of educational quality assurance was at the much level | as
a whole and by aspect. When the means of the aspects are ranked from high to low, they appear
as follows: the aspect of teachers, the aspect of learners, the aspect of administrators, and the
aspect of readiness preparation process. When categorized by the status and size of the school,
it was found that;

1.1 the school directors and the teachers had their readiness at the much level ;
1.2 the small-sized and the medium-sized schools had their readiness at

the medium level while the large-sized schools had theirs at the much level.
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2. The Results of the comparison

2.1 The teaching government officials with different status had a different level
of readiness with statistical significance at .01 level as a whele and on the aspect of readiness
preparation process, the aspect of administrators, the aspect of teachers, and the aspect of
learners. The schools directors had more readiness than the teachers.

2.2 The schools of different size had a different level of readiness with
statistical significance at .01 level as a whole and on the aspect of readiness preparation process,
the aspect of administrators, the aspect of teachers, and the aspect of learners. Large-sized
schools had more readiness than medium-sized schools. Medium-sized schools had more
readiness than small-sized schools.

3. Problems and suggestions

From the open-ended questionnaire, important problems and suggestions are
as follows:

On the aspect of readiness preparation process, the problems included
disrupted operation, and a lack of supervision and follow-up from the agency in charge.

The suggestion was that committee at the school level and at the Area level should be set up
to evaluate and follow up the work at least twice a year.

On the aspect of administrator, the problem was that there was a lack of
encouragement for media production. The suggestion was that there should be traming for
teachers to enable them to make various modemn leaming-teaching media.

On the aspect of teachers, the problem was that the teaching load was more
than 25 hours a week. The suggestion was that teachers in the needed fields should be hired, and
that teachers’ load should be decreased by using modem technology and media and by using
local learning resources.

On the aspect of learners, the problem was that there was a lack of budget
for learning materials for each subject. The suggestion was that donations from the community
should be asked for and fund-raising activities such as “Paa Paa” from alumni, parents and other

parties in the private sector should be organized in every academic year.
