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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the condition, problem, promeotion,
and development of the students’ ethics and moral development by using integrated
instructional process at Sing-sa-ad School, Sahaskan District, Kalasin Province by
using research methodology based on Kemmis and McTaggard’ technique includig 4
steps: 1) Planning, 2) Practicing, 3) Observing, and 4) Reflecting. The sample were
40 Pratom Suksa 3-6 grade Students. The co-researchers were 5 Pratom Suksa 3-6
grade classroom teachers. The key informants were 40 of informants and student’s
parents and 5 members of the Basic Education Committee. The research
implementation took place during 18 November, 2006 to 30 March, 2007. The
instruments were: 1) the Test, 2) the Lesson Plan Evaluation Form, 3) the
Observation Form, and 4) the Interview Form. Data were analyzed by using
technique of multi dimension investigation technique and presented the research
findings in descriptive form.

According to the study of condition and problems of ethics and moral of
Pratom Suksa 3-6 grade Students at Sing-sa-ad School, It 1s found that a large number

of students lacked of morality. The co-researcher group analyzed problems and



specified developmental framework including: awareness development regarding to
problems and cognitive development regarding to management of integrated
instructional activity for teaching practitioners by conference and workshop training
and development of 4 aspects of student’s ethics and moral including: 1) Honesty
Aspect, 2) Economy Aspect, 3) Gratitude Aspect, and 4) Responsibility Aspect by the
integrated instructional process and supervision, monitoring, following up of work
performance, found that the conference and workshop training caused the teachers’
awareness in problems of ethics and morality, and understanding of the integrated
instructional management for inculcating the studeﬁt’s ethics and morality in higher
level, enthusiasm in the instructional management for inculcating the student’s ethics
and morality, and the needs for cont-inuously developing the student’s ¢thics and
morality, ability in implementing the integrated instructional activity appropriately in
the context. Consequently, the student’s ethics and morality was depended on their
satisfaction in every aspect. For the overall image, the students expressed better
ethics and morality.

According to the research findings, the problems of the student’s lack of
ethics and morality could be detected and sowed successfully depending on
knowledge and understanding of Sciences and various techniques of training as an
Arts of developmental training. Every part should collaborate in implementation and

pay real attention.
