Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study, compare the conditions and problems, and also
find out the suggestions of basic education curriculum adminstration in the level 1-2 under the
office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 The sample subjects were thirty school
administrators and two hundred ninety two teachers, and they were selected by the stratified
random sampling technique with Krejcie and Morgan table. The data was collected by a rating-
scale questionnaire with 0.99 of the reliability value, it was analyzed by the computer program.

The research statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

Results of the reasearch were as follows

According to the data, it was found that the average opinion of school administrators and
teachers toward the basic educatuion curriculum administration in the level 1-2 was high. The three
highest opinions toward the administration were preparation, supervision and curriculum evaluation
and curriculum implementation respectively.

The average opinion of school administrators and teachers toward the basic educatuion
curriculum administration in the level 1-2 regarding the problems was moderate. The three highest
opinions on the problems were preparation, curriculum implementation, supervision and curriculum

evaluation respectively.



In regard to the comparison of the conditions and problems, the average opinions of school
administrators and teachers toward the basic educatuion curriculum administration in the level 1-2
were not different.

The average opinions of school administrators and teachers on the problems of the basic
education curriculum administration i the level 1-2 were not different.

In conclusion, the school adminstrators and teachers indicate three main problems of the
basic education curriculum administration; the curriculum does not respond to the need of
community, teachers are not able to analyse the curriculum and write a lesson plan, and also the

curriculum has been developed discontinuously.
