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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and compare the opinion of people
towards the construction project of sub-district administration organization in Kae Dum,
Mahasarakham Province. This classified in gender, occupation and educational
Qualification. The study was conducted using 394 people who are legal domicile or
residence in 5 sub-districts administration organization area. The instrument used in the
study consisted of a range of questionnaire related to the opinion of people towards the
construction project of sub-district administration organization. Percentage, means,
frequency, standard deviation, t-test and f-test (one way analysis of variance) were used
to analyze data. The correlation analysis was also done by post hoc tests.

The results were as follows:

1. The overall of opinion of the people towards the construction project
was at high level. According to each aspect, the 2 aspects at high level ware
infrastructure and water resource respectively. The intermediate level in 1 aspect was
natural resource and environment.

2. The comparison of the opinion of people classified by gender,
occupation and educational qualification towards the construction project were significant

difference at. 05 level.



The study suggests that the maintenance of damage roads should be renovated as
soon as possible. All village roads should be provided water drainage system.
Shallow canals and swamps should be dredged in order to dam up water. Water supply
should be clean and drinkable. Budget should be sufficiently available to construct more
wastewater treatment ponds and also the equipment uses for wastewater treatment should be

modernized.
