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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study the participation of the village
chiefs in the irrigation water management in Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province,
to compare the opinion of the village chieves, classified by age, educational levels and
the term of position holding, to the irrigation water management including their
suggestions. The samples of the research were all 92 village chiefs from 92 village in
Muang District. The rating scale questionnaire was used in collecting data. The
statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and F - test. (One
Way ANOVA) with the statistic significant level at .05.

The results of the research were as follow;

The participation of the village chiefs in the irrigation water management in
Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province as a whoie was at average. Considered by
each aspects, it was found that all aspects were at average. They were the
participation in work following and maintenance. policy making and planning, decision
making, problem studying, finding out the problems solving procedure and the
implementing of the policy, respectively.

The comparison of the village chiefs, classified by age, educational levels
and term of position holding to the irrigation water management, it was found that

their opinions were not different



Some suggestions were as follows; The village chiefs should be allowed to
participate in the water irrigation management. The meeting should be held in order to
find out the problems. The canals should be constructed over the area. The public
hearing should be held. The water using plan should be made 5 years ahead.
Information about water management should be contributed to the people and the
survey of water sources should be done.

As the results of the comparison, it was found that the satisfaction of the
service receivers classified by sex was not different. The satisfactions of the service
receivers, classified by educational levels and occupations, were different with the

statistic significant level at .0S.
