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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study needs for developed classroom research
ability of teacher in schools opening level I-II under the Nongkhai Educational Service Area
Zone III. The samples were 321 teachers chosen by stratified random sampling. Research
instrument was the rating scale questionnaire 43 items with total reliability power of .95.
Percentage, mean, standard deviations were used for research statistics. The t-test and F-test

were used for hypothesis testing,
Research findings were as follows:

L. The overall levels of needs for developed classroom research ability of teacher
in schools opening level I-II was the high level. When considering each category, it was found
that they were in high level arrange from high to low as following-up, knowledge in classroom
research, research support, data source for research, research skill process and adviser for
research,

2. The needs for developed classroom research ability of male and female
teachers were different at the level of significance as a whole. When considering each category,
it was found that they had different at the level of significance of need for developed classroom
research ability two categories were research skill process and adviser for research.

3. The overall levels of needs for developed classroom research ability of

teacher in schools opening level I-II separate by school size were different at the level of



significance. When considering each category, it was found that they had different at the level
of significance three categories were , knowledge in classroom research, research skill process
and data source for research,

4, Teachers had suggestions about the levels of needs for developed classroom
research ability of teacher in schools opening level I-II arrange from high to low as following-
up, encourage teacher who had done the classroom research for higher position, support budgets

for classroom research, support text books, documentary and materials for classroom research.
