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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to survey and compare the opintons of villagers in a
foreigners-married community to a foreigner-unmarried community toward scxual behavior in Ban
Ton Sub-District Municipality, Prayeun District, Khonkaen Province. The sample subjects were
three hundred and seven eight inhabitants selected by the quota and accidental random sampling
technique. The data was collected by a five-rating-scale questionnaire and analyzed by the

computer program. The research statistics used were percentage, mean, t-test, and one way

ANOVA,

Results of the research were as follows:

According to the data, it was found that the average degree of the opinions of villagers in a
foreigners-married community to a foreigner-unmarricd community toward sexual behavior was
moderate. The finding indicated that the behavior affected Thai culture and custom.

In regard to the independent variables, it was found that the opinions of villagers in a
forcigners-married community and a foreigner-unmarried community toward sexual behavior

regarding sex, residence, and educational background was significantly different at the .05 level.



In conclusion, the results indicated that the respondents disagreed with 7 sexual behaviors.
In other word, the western culture affected on many aspect of people who live in Ban Ton Sub-
District Municipality such as idea, belief, value and attitude. The issue should be planned and

solved by relaled organization to conserve Thai culture and custorm.
