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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to survey and compare the opintons of
people in Maung Maha Sarakham municipality toward the operation of the police in
Muang Maha sarakham police station. The sample subjects were four hundred
inhabitants who live in Muang Maha Sarakham municipality. They were selected by
the quota and accidental random sampling technique. The data was collected by a
five-rating-scale questionnaire with 0.85 of reliability value. The research statistics

used were percentage, mode, mean, f-test and One Way ANOVA.

Results of the Research

According to the data, it was found that the average opinion of the people
toward the operation on city security was moderate.

The average opinion of the people toward the operation regarding the
genders was significantly different at the .05 level. The degree of the average
opinion of the male was higher than female.

The average opinion of the people toward the operation regarding the
occupations was significantly different at the .05 level. The degree of the average

opinion of labors and farmers was higher than government officers, businessman and

In conclusion, the people suggest that a checking point should be set up
in a remote and risky area at night. The distance between two checking points is
about 500 meters. The police take their responsibility for two hours and rotate their
furn.

In regard to the prevention of the illegal issues, the police should be
available any time at the police station and a checking point. The police should get
much correct information about the illegal issues: drug, weapons, bodyguard, and get
rid of the illegal issues continually and carefully.

The police should give a service to people and also advise people about
the protection of assets equally and quickly.

There should be more police who take responsibility for city security by

bicycle at night.
