The levels of the work performance of Keadam Sub-district Municipality as a
whole was at average. Considered by each aspect, it was found that one aspect, the
maintenance of art, tradition local wisdom and local good culture, was at high. The
other seven aspects were at average. They were the provision and maintenance of land
way and water way. The cleaning of roads or paths and public place including the
riding of refuse and rubbish. The provision of education and training for the people.

development of women, children, juveniles, elders and invalids. The maintenance of
public orders and the provision of fire-fighting equipments.

The comparison of the opinion of the committee committees as classified by
sex, educational levels and occupations, it was found that the opinion as a whole and
all aspects were not different by the statistic levels at .05.

The mosquitoes should
be demolished. The role of the women should be clear and the vocational training
