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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research was to study and compare The Levels of Operations
according to the Educational Standards for the Second Round External Evaluation of Schools
opening Level I — II under The Nongkhai Educational Service Area Zone IIL The sample for this
study was 138 Schools opening Level I —1I got from Stratified Random Sampling. The
instrument used was 65 rating scale and .96 reliability value. Data were analyzed thr(;ugh used

of mean, standard deviation and percentage and F-test was employed for testing hypotheses.

The study results were as follows:

The schools opening level I — II were operations according to the Educational Standards
for the Second Round External Evaluation at high level as a whole. When separately considered
it was found that were at high level as a whole. Respectively from the highest to the lowest were
as follows: standard of administrators, standard of teachers and standard of students. When
separately considered it was found that: For standard of learners, overall the operation was ata
high level. Respectively from the highest to the lowest were as follows: learners have morality,
ethics and desirable values, learners have good health habit, physical health and mental health;
leaners have knowledge and skill necessary for curriculum and learners have job skill, like to

work, can work with another and have good attitude for good occupation. For standards of



teachers, overall the operation was at a high level. Respectively from the highest to the lowest
were as follows: teachers have qualification, knowledge and abilities in right jobs to be
responsible for and with adequate teachers; and teachers are able to organize leamer-centered
learning- teaching efficiently. For standard of administrators, overall the operation was at a high
level. Respectively from the highest to the lowest were as follows : administrators have leadership
and ability in administration / management, Educational institutions promote the relation ship and
cooperate with community to develop educational; Educational institutions provided
organizations, structures and task administration systematically in full circle to reach the goal of
education.

The Levels of Operations according to the Educational Standards for the Second Round
External Evaluation of Schools opening Level I - 11 under The Nongkhai Educational Service
Area Zone 11 with different sizes were found that overall the operation according to the
Educational Standards do not different. The level of operation according to standard of learners
was found that overall the operation according to the Educational Standards do not different.
