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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to explore the School Committee’s Participation for Educational
Administration, compare the participation level for Educational Administration, and study
suggestions for participation to administrate the education of Palituthidham Grade School in
Nongkhai Province. The population used for study was 132 persons as the school Committee
from 14 schools. The instrument for collecting data on a participation of educational
administration was 40- item rating-scale questionnaires with reliability at 0.97. The statistics
for analysis data were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The statistics

testing hypothesis was the Independent Sample t-test.
The research result were found as followed ;

1. The School Committee participated to administrate the Educational of Paliyuthidham
Grade School in Nongkhai Province as a whole and aspect were at a moderate level. Arranging
the arithmetic mean from high to low namely; The General Management, The Personnel
Management, The Academic Management and the last was The Budgeting Management.

2. The Comparison results of participation to administrate the education between the

committee from small school and big school was found as a whole with significant difference



at .05; the committee from big school had more participation than committee from small
school. Considering each aspect was found as followed; the committee from small and big
school had participation in The Academic Management, The Budgeting Management and The
General Management with a significant difference at .05, The difference ways was shown
committee from big school had more participation than committee from small school. And The
Personnel Management was not, however, statistic significant difference.

3. The research suggestion gathered from questionnaire questions showed that
1) 89.29% of answers thought it's necessary to support sufficiently budgeting, management
clearly and it’d be able to be audited by committee. 2} 85.71% thought the school had to have
a clear policy and allow the partner to participate. 3) 80.36 % thought school should had a
seminar in order to increase knowledge and ability especially teachers. And 4) 71,43% thought
the school committee had to participate processing of selection workers so that getting the

right man in the right job.
