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Abstract

This research was aimed to study the opinion of the administrators and the
academic teachers towards the operation of internal educational quality insurance of
educational level 1-2 and to study the interaction between the size of educational institutions
and personal positions towards the operation of internal educational quality insurance of
educational level 1-2 in Nongkhai office of education service area 2. The population used for
study was the administrators and the academic teachers consist of 156 persons with the
sampling by Multi stage random sampling. The instrument used for collecting data was 60-
item rating scale questionnaires about operation of internal educational quality insurance
with reliability at 0.98. The statistics used to analysis data were frequency, percentage, mean

and standard deviation and used to test the hypothesis was the Two-way ANOVA.
The major findings of the research were shown as follows :

1. The administrators and the academic teachers thought that the operation of
internal educational quality insurance in Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area2 asa
whole and all aspects were at a high level. To sort the arithmetic mean from high to low were
namely : the planning of educational quality development, the operation following
educational quality development, evaluation of educational quality, the management of

administration and information system, the development of educational standard, the



checking and review of educational quality and the last one was the report of educational
quality.

2. The administrators and the academic teachers had an opinien towards the
operation of internal educational quality insurance in Nongkhai Office of Education Service
Area 2 as a whole and aspects with no statistical significant difference.

3. The performance (administrators and academic teachers) between the small,
middle and large school had an opinion towards the operation of internal educational quality
insurance in Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area 2 as a whole and aspects with no
statistical significant difference.

4, There was not interaction of interaction between the size of educational
institution and personal positions towards the operation of internal educational quality

insurance in Nongkhai Office of Education Service Area 2 as a whole and aspects.
