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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine the essential learning contents according to the sufficiency
economy philosophy in schools as viewed by teachers under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area Zone 2 The sample consisted of 353 teachers in schools under the
Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone 2 , obtained through the stratified
random sampling technique. The instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire. The
statistics used for analyzing the collected data were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. The results of the study were as follows:

1. The essential leaming contents according to the sufficiency economy philosophy as
overall were at a high level. When each learning content was considered, it was found that the
four contents at the highest level were conditions of morality : honesty, perseverance, sharing
and patience. However, the other contents were at high level in every content.

2. The essential learning contents according to the sufficiency economy philosophy
for the first interval as overall were at a high level. When each learning content was considered,
it was found that the two learning contents at the highest level were The Body Cleaning: and The
Economical and Worthwhile Uses of Available Things; whereas, the other learning contents were

at a high level in every content.



3. The essential learning contents according to the sufficiency economy philosophy
for the second interval as overall were at a high level. When each learning content was considered, it
was found that the one learning content at the highest level was Life Is Valuable: Community
Wisdom. However, the other learning contents were at a high level in every content.

4. The essential leaming contents according to the sufficiency economy philosophy
for the third interval as overall were at a high level. When each learning content was considered,
it was found that the three leaming contents at the highest level were : Home is Our Paradise, Life
Is Bright in the Healthy Community, and Planting Kitchen vegetables in Pots. However, the other
learning contents were at a high level in every content.

5. The essential learning contents according to the sufficiency economy philosophy
for the third interval as overall were at a high level. When each learning content was considered,
it was found that the two learning contents at the highest level were Poetry for Life; and Resource
Management Using Sufficiency Economy. However, the other learning contents were at a high
level in every content.

6. Recommendations concerning essential learning contents were as below, First
interval: Thai culture, local wisdom, Information technology. Second interval: English and
sufficiency economy, Growing kitchen garden vegetables and eatable fence vegetables. Third
interval: Knowing, love, and unity, Well — being and safe consumption. Fourth interval: Public

awarcness.
