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Abstract

This research was purposed to study teaching implementation state of child
center learning process and to compare each aspect of them and in total according to
different school sizes under the Office of Nongkhai Educational Service Area ,Region 3 as
well as suggestions for way of its practice for schools in the region.680 subjects as sampling
size were gained by using  stratified simple random sampling technique divided by  school
sizes , large, medium and small,. They were, respectively , 259,273 and 148 school teachers.
They conducted rating scale questionnaire with reliability at 0.93 as the instrument in this
study. Percentage, means, standard deviation with F-test (Onc-way ANOVA) for hypothesis
testing accompanied with Scheffe’ to compare between pair difference were applied for data

analysis.
The results were as follows;

1. Teaching implementation state of child center learming process as total was in
medium level. Considering to each aspect, 3 were in high level while the other 2 were in
medium one. The first 3 serial scores from high to low were leaming from thinking and real
practice, happy learning and holistic learning. Considering to school sizes, subjects from
Jarge schools showed opinions of the implementation state in high level while medium level

was revealed for small and medium ones.



2. According to school size comparison with subjects’ opinions towards the
teaching implementation state of child center learning process in every aspect and in total,
their was no statistically significant difference among them.

3. For analysis on subjects’ opinions related to teaching implementation state of
child center learning process, there were suggestions highest for each aspect of this kind of
teaching implementation. There should be activities to give students opportunities for highest
participation for happy learning, activities to cultivate morality and proper values for holistic
learning, activities for continuing real practice for learning from thinking and real practice,
activitics to enable students to analyze and express opinions towards group work for learning
with others and, finally, activities to tell and explain to raise students’ inner drive to show off

their full potentials for leaming by process themselves.
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
