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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine, compare, and provide recommendations concerning
operational problems in school-community relations of schools under the Office
of Udon Thani  Educational Service Area Zone IIl as classified according to their status
and school sizes both as overall and in each aspect. The sample consisted of 18 educational
institution administrators, 188 teachers, and 149 basic educational institution committee
members in the academic year 2005, obtained by using the stratified random sampling
technique and using the table of Krejcie and Morgan.
The instrument used in this study wasa 50- i tem rating —scale questionnaire with a
reliability of 0.96 . The data were analyzed by the use of a programmed computer
to find out percentage , mean, and standard deviation; and t- test { Two- way ANOVA)
was employed for testing hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The operational problems in school-community relations of the schools under

the Office of Udon Thani Educational Service Area Zone III as overall and in each

aspect were at a high level. The aspects with problems from the highest to the Towest



mean were : public relations , participation in the community activities, and providing
services to the community.

When the status and school sizes were classified, the problems were found to be at
a high levelin every aspect .

2. When comparing the levels of operational problems in school-community
relations of the schools under the Office of Udon Thani Educational Service Area Zone
I inthe opinions of school administrators , teachers, and basic educational institution
committee members, it was found that the problems as overall and in each aspect were at
the 0.01 level of statistically significant differences.

When classified according to their status conceming the operational problems in
school — community relations of basic educational institutions, it was found that the
problems as overall and in each aspect were at the 0.01 leve] of statistically significant
differences.

When classified according to their school sizes concerning the operational
problems in school - community relations of basic educational institutions, it was found that
the problems as overall and in each aspect were not different. The large- sized schools
and the small - sized schools had problems at a high level in every aspect.

3. Important recommendations included: In public relations, there should be
meetings with parents and making documents for disseminating information and different
school activities. In providing services to the community there should be building and
space services such as allowing the community to use sports field, library, or providing
services of knowledge to the community . In participation in the community activities,
school personnel should participate in meetings or discussions about operation in different
community tasks. In having the community participate in school activities, the community
should be supported to participate in providing educational resources. In creation of
relations with the community and other agencies, the school should be promoted to be

the center for organizing activities of the community or of other agencies.
