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Abstract

This research was purposed to study teachers and administrators’ opinions
towards participatory aspects for education management in school of local government
organization and to compare its level according to different school sizes under The Office of
Nongkhai Educational Service Area Zone 1II as well as suggestions for way of practice for
the participatory aspects in academic year 2003. 446 subjects as sampling size were gained by
using stratified simple random sampling technique classified by 3 school sizes large,
medium and small,. According to number of administrators, respectively to the 3 school sizes,
they were 24, 64 and 36 while number of teachers were 129,153 and 40.They conducted rating
scale questionnaire with reliability at 0.85 as the instrument in this study. Percentage, means,
standard deviation with F-test (Two-way ANOVA) for hypothesis testing accompanied with
Scheffe’ to compare between pair difference were applied for data analysis. The results were
as follows;

1. Teachers and administrators’ opinions towards participatory aspects for education
management in school of local government organization as total was in medium level.
Considering to each aspect, one was in high level while the other two were in medium one.
Serial scores from high to low, they were activity, education methods and personnel. Attention

to subjects’ status, administrators’ s scores were in high level while teachers’ ones were in

medium.

7. According to teachers and administrators’ opinions towards participatory aspects
for education management in school of local government organization classified by school
sizes, subjects from large schools and medium ones showed opinions of the involvement in
high level while medium level was revealed for small schools,

3. According to subjects’ status comparison with their opinions towards
participatory aspects of local government organization as total, there was statistically
significant difference between administrators and teachers at level.01.Attention to school size,
the subjects from different school sizes showed statistically significant difference of opinions
towards the participatory aspects of local government organization at level .01.Focusing in
pair comparison, there was statistically significant difference of the opinions between large
schools and small ones as well as between medium ones and small ones at level .01 while no

statistically significant difference between large ones and medium ones.
