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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine status of local curricular
management, to compare status of local curricular management at schools with
different sizes as overall and in each aspect, and to investigate opinions involving
guidelines for local curricular management in educational institutions under the Office
of Nong Khai Educational Service Area Zone 3 in the academic year 2005 as
classified according to the school sizes. The sample used in this study consisted of
446 administrators and teachers, obtained by using the multi — stage random sampling
technique. The instruments were a 58 — item 5 - rating — scale questionnaire and a 5 —
item open —ended questionnaire with a reliabitity of 0.93. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. To comparing differences F — test (Two —
way ANOVA) was employed. Statistical significance at the .05 level was used. The
Scheffi’s method was used for testing individual pair differences. The results of the
study were as follows :

I. The status of local curricular management as overall were at a medium
level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that these status were at a

high level in 2 aspects and at a medium level in 3 aspects as below.



1.1 The Educational Institution Administrators as overall had opinions at
a high level. When ecach aspect was considered, their opinions were at a high level
in every aspect. However, the teachers had opinions as overall at a medium. When
each aspect was considered, their opinions were at a high level in 2 aspects and at a
medium level in 3 aspects.

1.2 The large —sized schools had status of local curricular management at
a high level as overall and in each aspect. The medium —sized schools had status of
local curricular management at a high level in 4 aspects and at a medium level in 1
aspect. The small — sized schools had status of local curricular management at a
medium level both as overall and in each of all the aspects.

2. The administrators and teachers had different opinions involving status of
local curricular management in educational institutions at the .01 level of statistical
significance.

3. The small —sized schools had different status of local curricular
management as overall from the medium — sized and large — sized schools at the .05
level of statistical significance. However, the medium - sized schools and the large —
sized schools did not have different status.

4. The recommendations involving guidelines for operating local curricular
management were the first rank of each of all the 5 aspects : The importance should
be given to the systematization of basic data concerning important local occupations,
customs and traditions, and data concemning the parents who cooperated with schools.
The community should be allowed to participate in determining local needs, and
constructing curricula to meet the needs for occupations, and local traditions and
culture. Curricular objectives should be determined by regarding psychological
developments and characteristics of local learners. Priorities of the objectives should
be organized. Descriptions of learning objectives should made. There should be in
accordance with leamers’ needs and students’ real life status by using local resource
persons or folk wisdom for organization of learning - leaching activities. Also, all the

local curricula should be publicized to those involved to perceive.
