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Abstract

This research aims for teacher development on classroom research to gain
knowledge and understanding on classroom research and ability to conduct in— class
research as well as study the target group’s opinion toward teacher development on
classroom research. The target group in this research consists of 21 teachers from Ban
Thasongkorn School. The research was done under the in-—class research procedure
that include 6 aspects as: 1) survey and problem analysis, 2) define of problem
solution, 3) methodical development or innovation, 4) implementation of method or
innovation, 5) research findings summarize, and 6) research report writing ; using
action training strategy and internal orientation as well as using action research
principle followed those of Kemmis and McTaggart’s with 3 replicates and the study

period was and semester of 2549 academic year.
Research findings can be concluded as follows :

1. knowledge and understanding gain aspect found that the overall tested
score was 26.19 which above the satisfaction scale (75% or 22.50 scores) and once
considered individually found 19 persons who has score above satisfaction scale while
there were 2 person who were not.

2. Classroom research ability aspect found that 19 out of 21 research titles

have score above the satisfaction scale established while another 2 were not.
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3. Opinion toward teacher development classroom research aspect found that,
overall, the target group opinion toward personnel development on classroom research

of Ban Thasongkorn School in high level (X=2.75)
