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ABSTRACT

This research were to study parents’ and school committee members’ satisfaction regarding
to implementation of Educational Standards of Department of Local Administration in Maha
Sarakham municipal schools. The study aimed to study parents’ and school committee mumbers®
satisfaction regarding 3 Educational Standards implemented by municipal schools under Maha
Sarakham Office of Educational Development and Management, Department of Local
Administration, Interior Ministry. These Educational Standards are input, process, and product.
There were 431 subjects involved in the study, consisting bf 347 parents and 84 school committee
members selected through simple random sampling and Krejecie and Morgan’s table was used in
determining the sample size. The instrument used for collecting data was a rating-scale
questionnaire with. 96 reliability and IOC ranging from 0.5 to 1.00, The statistics used for
analyzing data were frequency, percentage, and t-test.

Findings of the study were as follow:
1. The overall satisfaction level of parents and school members regarding to
implementation of Educational Standard by Maha Sarakham municipal schools was found at a high
level, and their satisfaction regarding each of the specific standard areas was also found at a high

level. Arranged in a descending order were educational input, educational produet, and educational

process, respectively.



2. The study revealed that there was a significant difference between parents’ and school
members” overall satisfaction regarding implementation of educational standards of department of
local administration in Maha Sarakham municipal schools at the .01 level. There was also a
significant different at the .01 level when their satisfaction was analyzed according to each specific
Educational Standard.

3. Regardingto subjects’ suggestions on implementation of Basic Educational
Standards in Maha Sarakham municipal schools, the following three suggestions were given and
arranged in a descending order of frequency: schools should provide cooling facilities such as fans
or air-conditioners within classrooms; enough instructional materials should be made available and
scholarships for successful students from low-income families should be provided; and school rules

and regulations should be strictly enforced.
