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v ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare levels of community involvement in both
overall and specific areas of educational management of schools in Satuek District, Office of
Burirum Educational Area Zone 4, analyzed according to subjects’ status in community
organizations and gender. Subjects were 37 chairpersons and 211 members of organizations
in Satuek District, selected through a stratified random sampling, making up the total of 248
respondents. The instrument used for collecting data was a rating- scale questionnaire
consisting of 20 items and having 0.93 reliability. Data were analyzed by using a computer
program, and the statistics nsed were mean, percentage, standard deviation, and t-test.

Findings of the study were as follow:

C) : 1. The overall level of community involvement in educational management of
schools in Satuek District was found at a moderate level; and when specific areas of
educational management were studied, their involvement was found at a moderate level in 2
areas: general management and budget management ; while subjects’ involvement was found
at alow level in 2 areas: academic and petsonnel.

When subjects’ involvement was analyzed according to their gender, the study
revealed that those who were male generally participated in educational management ata
moderate level ; specifically, their involvement was also moderate in two areas: general and
budget managements; while involvement in academic and personne! management was at a

low level. Female subjects’ overall involvement in schools’ educational management was
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also found at a moderate level ; specifically, their involvement was also moderate in two
areas: general management and budget management; but their involvement was low in two
arcas: academic and personnel administration.

When analyzed according to subjects’ status in their organizations, the study
revealed that organization members generally participated in educational management at a
moderate level ; specifically their involvement was also found at a moderate level in 2 areas :
general management and budget management ; while their involvement was found at a low
level in two areas: academic management and personnel administration. The overall level of
chairpersons’ involvement in school management was also found at a moderate level, but
their involvement was low in two areas: academic and personnel administration.

2. When subjects’ involvements in educational management in specific areas were
compared according to subjects’ status, it was found that there was a significant difference in
involvement at the .05 level between budget and general management; but there was no
significant difference in subjects’ involvement in academic management and involvement in
personnel administration.

3. When subjects’ involvement in educational management in specific areas were
compared according to their gender, it was found that there was a significant difference in
involvement at the .05 level between personnel and general management ; but there was no
significant difference between subjects’ involvement in academic management and budget
management,

4, Subjects’ suggestions regarding educational management in schools of Sa Tuek
District are as follow : 1) Each school should apply local wisdom in constructing the school
curriculum, and use local resources as its supplementary learning resources ; 2) Each school
should include budget and budget spending in its report to Local Administration
Organization ; 3) Each sc.hool should involve its community in employing and appointing
contract employees or government officials as well as hnplementiﬂg penalty regulations;
and 4) Each school should have a project for organizing activities aiming to promote school-

community relationship.
