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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to analyze a self-study model of grade 6 students of
Huanakham Chareonsil Primary School under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 2,
compare the self-study model of the male students to the female students, and compare the self-
study model of the students whose parents were farmers to those whose other parents had
occupations. The sample subjects were 41 grade 6 students of Hunakham Chareonsil Primary
School under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 2. The data were collected by a
rating-scale questionnaire with .98 of the reliability value, an interview form, and recording. The
data were analyzed by a computer program. The research statistics used were frequency,

percentage, means, standard deviation and t-test (Independent samples).

Results of the research were as follows:

1. Such as, it was found that the students had their own self—study model through learning
activities, erjoy with fends, activities private, and activities entertainment before to bed. Asa
result, the students gained knowledge, skills and attitude toward all things they have learned.

2. As a whole , the self —study level of the ferﬁales students was higher than the one
of the model students at 0.5 level of statistical difference. There were four aspects of the

self-study of the class model of the females students which were higher than those of the

male students namely thinking responsibility,logical decicion,internal and external factors. But
internal and external factors of both genders were not statistically different.
3. The self —study after class model of the students whose parents were famers and

those whose parents had other occupation of all aspects did not show any statistically

difference.
