ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the level of the role in
improving the classroom research of the school administrators under the office of Maha
Sarakham Education Area I, which divided by status and the level of the school operating
and to study the suggestions, opinions of the school adininistrators and teachers towards the
role in improving the classroom research of the school administrators. The samples were
chosen by Stratified Random Sampling. There were 178 school administrators and 348
teachers. The total was 526. The instruments used for collecting the data were 50-item rating
scale questionnaires and 5 open - ended questions with reliability of 0.89. The statistics used
for analyzing the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and testing hypotheses by
t-test and F-test. They were analyzing the difference in pair by using Scheffe technique.

The results of the study were as followed:

1. The level of the roles in improving the classroom research of the school
administrators as a whole was at a high level. Considering by aspect, it was found that there
were at a high level in 3 aspects. The middle level, 2 aspects from the high level to the last
level by arranging 3 aspects, the development of the personnel ability in doing the classroom

research, the motivation or the attempt of the importance of the classroom research, the result



for analyzing the school problems in the academic affair for doing the classroom research and
the supporting to distribute and display the classroom research.

2. The level of the opinions of the school administrators and teachers
towards the role in improving the classroom research of the school administrators as a whole
and an aspect were different at the 0.5 level of statistical significance . The averages of the
school administrators were higher than the teachers.

3, The level of the opinions of the school administrators and teachers who
graduated in different majors towards the role of the school administrators and teachers in
improving the classroom research as a whole and every aspect were different at the 0.5 level
of statistical significance. The administrators who graduated in Educational Administration
were higher than the others in every aspect.

4. The level of the opinions of the school administrators and teachers who
graduated in different level towards the role of the school administrators and teachers in
improving the classroom research as a whole and every aspect were different at the 0.5 level
of statistical significance. The averages of the administrators who graduated in the higher
level were higher than the others in every aspect.

5. The level of the opinions of the school administrators and teachers who
worked in different levels operating towards the role of the school administrators in
improving the classroom research as a whole was not different. When considering by aspect,
it was found that there was significant difference at the .05 level between the motivation or
the attempt of the importance of the classroom research and the supporting to distribute and
display the classroom research. For the motivation or the attempt of the importance of the
classroom rescarch, there was significant difference at the .05 level, different opinions
between the teachers in the schools operating at levels 3 and 4, and the teachers in the schools
operating at levels 1 and 2. The teachers in the schools operating at levels 3 and 4 have a
higher role in support doing the classroom research than the teachers in the schools operating
at levels 1 and 2. For the support to distribute and display the classroom research, there was
significant difference at the .05 level opinions between the teachers in the schools operating

at levels 1 and 2, and the teachers in the schools operating at levels 1, 2 and 3. The teachers in



the schools operating at levels 1 and 2 have a higher role in support doing the classroom
research, There was significant difference at the .05 level opinions between the administrators
and teachers in the schools operating at levels 3 and 4, and the teachers in the schools
operating at levels 1, 2 and 3. The teachers in the schools operating at ievels 3 and 4 have a
higher role in support doing the classroom research.

6. The suggestions of the administrators and teachers towards the support doing
the classroom research were: the administrators should be good models, give the importance
towards the classroom research, they should prepare the budget and essential modern
equipments to support the teachers, the teachers should have more participation in seminars
about the classroom research, and the administrators should make plans for the classroom

research and the results should be useful.
