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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study the authority performance of the sub-
district administrative organizations in Somdej District, Kalasin Province, to compare the
opinions of the council members of the sub-district administrative organizations classified
by their genders, ages an(f educational levels including their suggestions. Samples were 112
council members by simple random sampling. Rating scale questionnaires were used for
collecting data. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, ¢
test and F- test with the statistié significant level at .05.

The results of the research were as follows;

The level of the authority performance of the sub-district administrative
organizations in Somdej Disirict, Kalasin Province as a whole was at average. As
considered by each aspect, it was found that 6 aspects were athigh. They were the
promotion and the developments of women, children, juveniles, elders and invalids.

The performance of other duties as prescribed officially and the provision of budget and
personnel. The maintenance of the art, tradition, local wisdom and local good culture.
The provision and maintenance of land way and water way. The promotion of education,
religion and culture and the protection and restraint of the infectious disease, respectively.

Three aspects were at average. They were the protection and relief of public hazard. The



cleaning of roads or paths and public place including the ridding the refuse and rubbish
and the protection and maintenance of natural resource and environment, respectively.

In the comparison of the opinions of the council members classified by
genders, ages and educational levels, it was found that their opinions as a whole were
not different with the statistic significant level at .05.

Some useful suggestions were as follows; The standard ditches should be
constructed. The flood problem should be solved immediately. The cooperation with
other local organizations should be held. The problem of the people who had no land

should be solved, The water for agricultural purpose should be provided sufficiently.
