Result of the research
The concept of music for the I-san traditional dancing performance was
adopted from one part of the I-san local literature entitled “Nang Suchada Lauck Khoo:,
The musical composition consists of 7 pieces of oral verse for a main actor and actress.
The Thai music band is a Thai traditional orchestra with 3 lines of rhythm: Lee La Krathom,
Lom Pat Chai khoa and Hae Cherd Ching. Four Thai songs consists of Thai Pleng
Klom, Pleng Cherd, Pleng Rew and Pleng La. The dancing accessory is Flower bracelet.
The result has not been disseminated to the public so the quality of music
has not been indicated yet. However, the music can be used for a new I-san dancing
performance, and i;; is also useful for the students of Thai Dancing Art and Drama Program,
Rajabhat Maha Sarakham Universithy, The dancing style can be performed at wedding

ceremony or auspicious occasion.
