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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the state of the moral and ethical
operation in schools that offered different class ranges of education under Sakon Nakomn
Office of Bducational Service Area 3 and to study the suggestions for the development of the
moral and ethical operation in schools under Sakon Nakom Office of Educational Service
Area 3. The sample, obtained through stratified random sampling and simple random
sampling, comprised 176 administrators or authorized teachers. The instrument used was a 5-
level rating scale questionnaire with open-ended questions. The questionnaire was
constructed by the researcher and had the total reliability value at 0.89. The statistics used
included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way ANOVA for hypothesis testing.
When a significant difference was found a paired test according to the method of Student-
Newman-Keuls was carried out.

The findings are as follows:

1. The state of moral and ethical operation in schools under Sakon Nakorn
Office of Educational Service Area 3, as a whole, was in the high level. When considered
aspect by aspeet it was found that every aspect was in the high level. Ranked from high to
low, the aspects are in the following order: the aspect of economy, using personal belongings
and public utilities economically; the aspect of honesty; the aspect of gratitude; the aspect of

pride of being Thai, realizing Thai wisdom, having Thai preference and maintaining being



Thai; the aspect of discipline, being responsible and behaving according to the moral and
ethical principles of one’s religion; the aspect of kindness and compassion, generosity and
sacrifice for common interest.

2. The comparison of the state of the moral and ethical operation in schools
that offer different class ranges of education under Sakon Nakorn Office of Educational
Service Area 3 revealed that, as a whole, the schools that offered class range 1-2 and the
schools that offered class range 3-4 had no difference, All the others were different with
statistical significance at .05.

3. The suggestions for the development of the moral and ethical operation in
schools under Sakon Nakorn Office of Educational Service Area 3 are as follows: on the
aspect of discipline, being responsible and behaving according to the moral and ethical
principles of one’s religion - the discipline of queuing up for services should be trained; on
the aspect of honesty — student’s good deed should be recorded; on the aspect of gratitude —
parents should be invited to participate in the activities on Mother’s Day and Father’s Day
regularly; on the aspect of kindness and compassion, generosity and sacrifice for common
interest — teachers should continuously instill in students virtues and ethics; on the aspect of
economy, using personal belongings and public utilities economically — a school saving bank
should be established and students take part in the management; on the aspect of pride of
being Thai, realizing Thai wisdom, having Thai preference and maintaining being Thai —

scholars of Thai wisdom should be inviied to teach the students.
