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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study implementation results of a model for training
English teachers by using Walk Rally, Student -Teams Achievement Division (STAD)
and Team-Games Tournament (TGT) activities. Subjects were teachers of Level 1-2
foreign language content strands who graduated in areas other than English and
those with English as their minor studies. This experimental research was a Posttest-
Only Control Group Design with evaluation based on the third stage, Process
Evaluation, of the CIPP model by Daniel L. Stufflebeam.

Findings of the process evaluation after improvement or modification of the
model before implementation revealed that the overall efficiency of the model for
training teachers by using the three types of activities was 87.32/83.83 in average,
which was higher than the established 80/80 criterion. Evaluation of supervision
revealed that the trainers’ overall teaching performance in theory and practice
was found at a very high level; while every group's presentation of activities was
also at a very high level. Regarding satisfaction, it was found that trainees’ satisfaction
with the training was found at the highest level in every aspect, which was higher than
the established criterion. It can be concluded that the three types of activities can be

effectively used in training Level 1-2 English teachers.
