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ABSTRACT

This research had the objectives to: 1) develop a textbook enhancing the skill of
reading aloud words with a cluster of /r/ /1/ /w/ in the Thai learning strand in grade 3;
2) find the effectiveness index of the students whose skill of reading aloud have been
developed by using the textbook; 3) compare the student’s skill of reading aloud words with a
clusterof /r/ /1/ /w/ before leaming with the skill after learning; 4) study the student’s
satisfaction with learning using the textbook enhancing the skill of reading aloud. The sample
consisted of 30 grade 3 students in the 3/3 class of Muangwapeepathum, Maha Sarakham
Office of Educational Service Area 2 in the first semester of the academic year 2009,
abtained through purposive sampling. The instruments used included : 1) 5 learning
organization plans in the Thai learning strand for grade 3 entitled Development of the Skill
of Reading Aloud Words with a Cluster of /1 //1/ /w / by using a Textbook for Enhancement
of the Skill of Reading Aloud — 12 hours ; 2) 5 textbooks for the enhancement of the skill of
reading aloud in the Thai learning strand in grade 3 ; 3) an evaluation form for the skill of
reading aloud in the Thai learning strand for grade 3 with reliability value 0f 0.88 ; 4} an
achievement fest for reading aloud words with a cluster of /r//1//w/ in the Thai learning
strand for grade 3. The objective test contained 30 items, each with 4 choices. Each item had
the discrimination power (B) from 0.34 to 0.79 and the total reliability value was 0.95 ; 5) a

questionnaire containing 10 items concerning student’s satisfaction with the textbook for the



enthancement of the skill of reading aloud in the Thai learning strand for grade 3, Each item
had the discrimination power between 0.75 to 0.82, and the reliability value was 0,80, The
statistics employed include percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test (dependent

sample)
The findings are as follows:

1. The textbook for the enhancement of the skili of reading- aloud in the Thai
learning strand in grade 3 had the efficiency at 89.26/86.22 which was higher than the
criterion of 80/80.

2. The effectiveness index (E.L) of the textbook entitled Development of the
Skill of Reading Aloud Words with a Cluster of /r/ /1/ /w/ was 0.7005, That means the
students progressed in their learning 0.7005 or 70.05%. A

3. The students’ achievement in gaining the skill of reading alond words with
clusterof /r/ /1/ /w/ after using the textbook was higher than that before learning, with
statistical significance at level .01,

4. The students’ satisfaction with learning using the textbook for the
enhancement of the skill of reading aloud words with cluster of /r/ /1/ / w/ in Thai
learning strand for grade 3 was in the high level and the students’ opinions were rather high

in congruence ( X = 2.82; 8.D. = 0.37).
