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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop the schema-based lesson plan
with the efficiency value of 80/80, compare the students’ listening achievement before
and after learning with the developed schema-based lesson plan, and study students’
satisfaction after learning through the developed schema-based lesson plan. The
research subjects were 25 Mathayomsuksa 6/1 students studying at Nonchaisriwittaya
School, obtained through purposive sampling. The instruments used for data collection
included a schema-based lesson plan, a listening achievement fest, and a questionnaire
on students’ satisfaction with the schema-based lesson plan. The non-structured
observation through videotape recording, conversation, and students’ journals were data
collection techniques throughout the 4 listening-practice cycles. The results of the
research reveal the following:

1. Results of the students’ listening-skill development, varied from cycle 1 to
4, were 47.2, 62.2, 754, and 82.2 in percentage, respectively, The developed schema-
based lesson plan had the efficiency of 8§1.02/83.40.

2. The students’ listening achievement before and after learning through the

schema-based lesson plans was significantly different at the .01 level.



3. The students’ satisfaction with the developed schema-based lesson plans
was found at the highest level, with mean value at 4.92, using 5 rating-scale

evahuation.
