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ABSTRACT

The objective of the study was to survey the management and problems of cost of
living for the elders and fo find the suggestions for the efficient management of the cost of
living for the elders of Phothong Sub-District Administration Organization, Selaphum
District, Roi-Et Province. The sample subjects were 296 elders who used the service of the
cost of living at Phothong Sub-District Administration Organization, Selaphum District, Roi-
Et Province and 35 members of selection committee at a village level and sub-district level.
The data were collected by a questionnaire and interview. The research statistics used were

frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation.
Results of the research were as follows :

According to the data, it was found that most of the elders knew about the project
of cost of living for the elders, The elders got 500 a month for the cost of living by
themselves. The average opinion of the elders on participation in the selection for the cost of
living was high, The alone elder should be considered firstly,

In regard to the regulations, procedure and method of the selection, it indicated
that the 60-up year old elders usually were considered first, and the poor elders who stayed
with their relatives were considered for the welfare later. Meeting was a regular selection
method. The elders regarding the procedure were selected by the committee members without
their personal data.

The finding indicated that the cost of living regarding problems was not enough

for the ¢lders. The 60-up year old elders usually were considered first for the welfare while



the younger ones who were poorer than the elders were considered later. The elders who
stayed far away from the communities rarely knew about the welfare. Moreover, there were
also problems of participation and public relations.

In regard to the suggestions, it is concluded that local administration organization
should legislate the added regulations of the selection for the cost of living. The cost of living
should be paid to the elders personally every month. The cost of living should not be paid

more, but the number of the elders should be paid more.
