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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to 1. develop of skill to read and write the
diphthong r/1/v subjects of Prathom Seuksa 4 to be efficiency at the criteria 30/80; 2.
figure out the efficiency Index of skill of Difficult Words Spell Writing; 3. compare the
pretest and posticst scores of the students; and 4) study the satisfaction of the students who
studied by using Skill Practical Book, Thai Langue Learning Subject Group. The subjects
were the 14 students Prathom Seuksa 4 of Ban khan Kung Nong ei Dum Import a hub, Area
Office of Kalasin District 3, " semester, acadermic year of 2009 gained from purposive
sampling. The instruments used in the research were 1) 6 sets of Skill to read and write the
diphthong r /1 / v subjects of learning Thai; 2) 6 of Study plans; 3) An achievement test with 30
items; and a questionnaire of students’ satisfaction on reading and writing the diphthongr/1/v
15 items. Data were analyzed through used of percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
a t-test.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The practice of reading and writing of subjects for students Partom Seuksa 4 has
efficiency 85.48 / 84.29 that higher than the criteria 80/80;
2. The efficiency index of learning the skills of reading and writing for studenis

grade 4 students were 0.7215 or 72.15 percentage of increase knowledges.



3. The Students who studied with skills for reading and writing showed statistically
posttest achievement score higher than those pre-test scores at the .05 level; and
4. The students showed satisfaction on the practice Reading and writing as a whole

at the highest 4.52 level.
