ABSTRACT

The purposes of this survey research were: 1. to survey and study the main cause
of violence against women and children in Vientiane Capital City. 2. To study the type of
violence which women and children experienced. 3. To study the level of the violence
experienced by women and children in Vientiane Capital City. 4. To compare the level of the
violence experienced by women and children and 5. To find out the suggestions and
recommendations from women and children to combat and solved the problems on violence
against women and children in the future.

The samples were women and children victims of violence living in 9 districts of
Vieatiane Capital City: Chanthabouly, Sikhottabong, Saysetha, Sisattanak, Nasaithong,
Saythany, Hadsaiphong, Sangthong and PakGnuem district, who came to the Counseling and
Protection Center for Women and Children in Vientiane Capital City since 2005 to 2008. A
total of 170 women and children (85 women and 85 children) were selected by the simple
random sampling technique. The data was collected by using questionnaire and analyzed by
the computer program. The statistics used in this study were percentage, mean, standard

deviation and t-test (Two -- Tailed Test).




The results of this study were as follow:

The survey found ouf that the majority of women victims of violence including
single and marriage women were violated from 2 to 9 main causes only some women
interviewed were violated from a one single cause. Top 5 main causes of the violence
mentioned by women were: 1. husband and wife arguing. 2. Unfaithfial husband 3. Husband
drinks alcohol. 4. Husband or wife has financial problems and 5. Family has problem about
relatives

The survey also found out that the majority of children interviewed were
violated by the causes between 2 to 4 main causes, only 11 children interviewed were
violated from one single cause, Top 5§ main causes of the violence mentioned by children
interviewed were: 1. Father and mother arguing. 2. Father or mother has financial problems. 3.
Father drinks alcohol. 4. Family members play gambling and 5. Family members addicted to
drugs and arguing between siblings

It was found out that both women and children victims of violence experienced
including physical, mental and sexual violence, The majority of women and children
interviewed experienced physical violence at the middle level. Similarly both womer and
children were mental violated at the middie level also but they were sexually violated at the
highest level,

In regard to comparison of the level of violence experienced by women and
children, it indicates that the women and children were physically and mentally violated
significantly different at the 0.05 level, but women and children were sexually violated
insignificantly different at the 0.05 level.

In regard to census record affairs, the suggestions and recommendations given
by women and children as follow:

i. Conduct advocacy campaign on the negative affects of the violence
against women and children as well as advocacy campaign in related laws and rules for
public. Raise awareness for public on protection of women and children from abuse and

violence. The mentioned campaigns will help in solving problems of wrong believes that




violence against women and children is acceptable in socicty as mentioned in ole traditional
proverb: If you love your caw tie it and if you love your chifd beat him/her.

2. As there is still misunderstanding that violence against women and
children is & family or individual mattess, so all people in community should help in
protecting women and children from abuse and violence and report to concerned
agencies/persons immediately if violence against women and children are found or occurred
in the communities.

3. Create a good family environment; avoid arguing, using drugs, gambling,
and unfaithful between husband and wife, which leads to problems of violence against
women and children.

4. Provide vocational training and jobs creations for unemployment people,
Reduce selling-buying alcohols, eradicate drugs abuse, combat women and children
trafficking, and combat commercial sexual exploitation. Strictly control and monitor child
labor problems in society and factories, strongly control and monitor the entertainment
establishments. Solving social and economy problems.

5. Create new laws if necessary and advocates those laws and rules related to
violence against women and children. Law enforcement strongly with abusers or violators.
Set up policies to solve unemployment problems and support/promotes education for women

and children.
